1. Explain the difference between government, aided, subsidized, private and international schools.
Government schools are run directly by the government. Aided schools are run by non-governmental organizations but the government pays their running costs (and a lot of the capital ones) and has a high degree of control over the ways in which they spend their money. Subsidized schools receive some money from the government but less than aided schools and they have more freedom in managing their budgets Private schools receive no money from the government. International schools follow an international syllabus, or one used in another country. THE ESF schools receive a subsidy from the government but less than the ordinary subsidized schools. The other international schools receive no government money and charge very high fees.
