Dead bodies of Buddha Air crash victims recovered

All 19 dead bodies of the Buddha Air crash victims have been recovered from the crash site at Kotdanda hill, Lalitpur. One passenger had died while being rushed to hospital at Lalitpur.

The dead bodies have been brought to Tribhuvan Airport on an army helicopter.

Our correspondent Ram Humagai, who was at the crash site, said most of the bodies are identifiable. Parts of the aircraft are scattered within a periphery of about 200ft. A portion of the aircraft has been burnt. 

Among the crash victims are three Nepali crew members, ten Indians, three Nepali passengers, two Americans and one Japanese tourist.

Nepal Army, Armed Police Force and Nepal Police are collecting the wreckage after collecting the dead bodies.

Deputy Speaker Purna Kumar Subedi and senior government officials also visited the scene hours after the reports of the plane crash.

According to eyewitnesses, there was fire on the plane as it fell from the sky and slammed on the ground.

The Beechcraft 1900-D, which was returning after a mountain flight, crashed soon after it lost contact with the tower at around 7:30 am.

The sky over Kathmandu Valley was cloudy when the crash took place.
